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Preshute school aims to work in close partnership with its parents to ensure the very best 
outcomes for children . Safeguarding considerations and the nature of the school site make an 
open door policy hard to adopt but we endeavour to secure close working through:

· Ensuring a warm welcome to parents at all times; if necessary arranging a mutually convenient time to meet to share information and any anxieties.

· Welcoming the parents and the beginning and end of every day.

· Giving parents regular opportunities to provide constructive feedback through questionnaires, the school website and the Parents Forum.

· The active participation of the 3 elected Parent Governors on the Board of Governors who are there to represent you.

· Maintaining an up to date website that provides useful information.


· Producing a weekly newsletter that goes to every home every Thursday. 

· Sending home a termly letter from every class teacher to share information about the next topic, homework, timetables and any other useful information 


· The consistent use of a homework diary that can also be used as a reading record and a means of communications between home and school 

· Producing a useful written report in the spring term (as suggested by the Parents Forum) to enable parents and teachers to work on targets together before the end of the year.


· Arranging Parents Evenings in the Autumn and Summer terms as well as  an invitation to discuss the written report in the Spring term

· Arranging Information evenings as the need arises 

· Engaging parents in drawing up support plans, the CAF process and any other additional arrangements that may help the child.


· Liaising with the PPSA to  support good relationships with the parent body through social and fund raising activities 

· Ensuring efficient administration; the school’s preferred method of receiving payment is Parent Pay. 
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
